Discuss how adopting the PSSM could help to address these concerns. Interview 4 people with at least 1 from each
group: School personnel (K-12 school administrator, K-12 classroom mathematics teacher, post-secondary
mathematics educator) and Community (parent of a K-12 student, business — non parent, community — non parent/non
business), and on-line resource.
