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CPHS FACULTY HONORED WITH HARTIG AWARDS

Drake University professors Craige Wrenn, Carrie Faust Koenigsfeld, and Nora Stelter were honored with prestigious Hartig faculty awards at the annual Pharmacy and Health Sciences Day on Friday, March 8.

2010-2011 Hartig Distinguished Professor Award 

Dr. Craige Wrenn, associate professor of pharmacology, received the Hartig Distinguished Professor Award for his outstanding work throughout this academic year. He provides rigorous material for his classes while also providing creative ways for his students to learn, he published two research papers with student co-authors in 2010, and has represented the College of Pharmacy and Health Sciences locally on the Faculty Senate and nationally in the House of Delegates of the American Association of Colleges of Pharmacy.

The Hartig Distinguished Professor Award is awarded annually by the Dean of the College of Pharmacy and Health Sciences to recognize a faculty member who has distinguished him/herself in teaching, scholarship, service or practice during the previous academic year. This award is designed to recognize uniqueness, innovation, and creativity. Recipients are awarded an honorarium.

Dr. Wrenn joined Drake University in 2004. His areas of expertise include behavioral neuroscience, psychopharmacology and neuropharmacology.

He earned his bachelor's degree from Olgethorpe University in Altanta, Ga. and received his Doctor of Pharmacology degree from Vanderbilt University in Nashville, Tenn. 

2010-2011 Hartig Faculty Development Award 

Dr. Carrie Faust Koenigsfeld and Dr. Nora Stelter both received the Hartig Faculty Development Award for their work with the Drake student chapter of the American Pharmacists Association Academy of Student Pharmacists (APhA-ASP). The project focused on raising awareness about the dangers of prescription drug misuse and abuse to middle and high school students as well as to community organization and senior centers.

The Hartig Faculty Development Program has been established to fund the pursuit of faculty development activities that shall educate, encourage and enhance entrepreneurism in community pharmacy practice or ownership.  Faculty are encouraged to submit for up to a maximum of $1,500 to support development activities designed to achieve such goals. 

Dr. Koenigsfeld, associate professor of pharmacy practice, has been on Iowa Pharmacy Association Board of Trustees as a Region 3 Trustee since 2008. She was also honored as Faculty Preceptor of the Year for 2008-2009 

She began teaching at Drake University in 1999 and earned her Doctor of Pharmacy degree from the University of Iowa College of Pharmacy.

Koenigsfeld has served on the Faculty Affairs Committee and the University Benefits Committee at Drake since 2009. She also supports the College of Pharmacy and Health Sciences as the APhA-ASP Faculty Advisor, a Clinical Science Department faculty mentor, and a member of the DELTA Rx Institute.

Stelter, assistant professor of pharmacy practice, began teaching at Drake University in 2008. She earned her Doctor of Pharmacy degree from the University of Iowa and completed her Executive Residency at the National Association of Chain Drug Stores (NACDS).

Stelter previously held the position of Director of Education and Training at NACDS where she developed pharmacy education and training programs for chain pharmacy executives and community pharmacists. She also managed all student programs, including scholarship programs, internships, rotations, and the Executive Residency.

She now hosts Drake students at her IPE site, Polk County Senior Services, which offers second year pharmacy students the opportunity to provide health care screenings and health and wellness education to the seniors that visit the 17 senior centers in the Polk County area.
