	Does not provide any introduction.

	Oversimplified or overly complicated presentation for the level of the audience.

	Subject Knowledge
	Misinterprets references, presents incorrect or misleading information.  
	Correctly interprets references but little or no application to current topic.  
	Presents correct information with some application to current topic.  
	All information presented is correct and complete, extensive application to current topic.  
	

	Data Use and Assessment
	Most data obtained from tertiary literature with little independent data assessment; few primary literature sources cited
	Some data obtained from primary literature with some independent data assessment; some primary literature sources cited
	Most data obtained from primary literature with significant data assessment; mostly primary literature sources cited
	All data obtained from primary literature with extensive independent data assessment; all primary reference sources cited, with use of tertiary literature only when relevant
	

	Organization & Flow
	No organization present. Audience has a hard time following the presentation.
	Not in a logical order. Frequently skips around during presentation.
	Flows in a logical manner with minimal skipping around. Audience can follow the presentation most of the time.
	Presents in a logical manner. Audience can follow easily and does not lose interest.
	

	Summary
	Does not provide any summary.
	Restates previous information without relating it to the bigger picture.
	Provides summary with some insights on the bigger picture.
	Provides summary with many insights on the subject matter and relays its significance.
	

	Timing, scope and pace
	Did not adhere to time requirements, pace was erratic, amount of information presented was excessive or insufficient
	Adhered to time requirements or pace but not both, amount of information presented was excessive or insufficient
	Adhered to time requirements and pace was smooth, amount of information presented was excessive or insufficient
	Adhered to time requirements and pace was smooth, amount of information presented was sufficient
	

	Audiovisual
	Most of the AVs/handout too difficult to read or had too many mistakes.

	Elocution

	Answering Skills & Style
	Unable to answer the majority of questions or provides wrong information.
	Attempts to answer the question, but does not sound confident or gives incorrect answer.
	Correctly answers the question, but answer is hard to understand and follow.
	Confidently provides clear and correct answers in a professional manner.
	

	Eye contact
	Reads directly from the AVs or notes without making eye contact.
	Makes eye contact occasionally, but frequently refers to notes and AVs.
	Makes eye contact most of the time with the majority of the audience.
	Maintains eye contact with the entire audience and seldom reads from the AVs or notes.
